At some time in your life you may have a strong desire to do something strange or terrible. However, chances are that you don't act on your impulse, but let it pass instead. You know that to commit the action is wrong in some way and that other people will not accept your behavior.  

Perhaps the most interesting thing about the phenomenon of taboo behavior is how it can change over the years within the same society, how certain behavior and attitudes once considered taboo can become perfectly acceptable and natural at another point in time. Topics such as death, for example, were once considered so upsetting and unpleasant that it was a taboo to even talk about them. Now with the publication of important books such as On Death and Dying and Learning to Say Goodbye, people have become more aware ofthe importance of expressing feelings about death and, as a result, are more willing to talk about this taboo subject. 

One of the newest taboos in American society is the topic of fat. Unlike many other taboos, fat is a topic that Americans talk about constantly. It's not taboo to talk about fat; it's taboo to be fat. The "in" look is thin, not fat. In the work world, most companies prefer youthful-looking, trim executives to sell their image as well as their products to the public. The thin look is associated with youth, vigor, and success. The fat person, on the other hand, is thought of as lazy and lacking in energy, self-discipline, and self-respect. In an image-conscious society 

like the U. S. , thin is "in", fat is "out".  

It's not surprising, then, that millions of Americans have become obsessed (着迷) with staying slim and "in shape". The pursuit of a youthful physical appearance is not, however, the sole reason for America's obsession with diet and exercise. Recent research has shown the critical importance of diet and exercise for personal health. As in most technologically developed nations, the life-style of North Americans has changed dramatically during the course of the last century. Modern machines do all the physical labor that people were once forced to do by hand. Cars and buses transport us quickly from point to point.    In the second half of the twentieth century, many countries of the South began to send students to the industrialized countries for further education. They urgently needed supplies of highly trained personnel to implement a concept of development based on modernization.

　　But many of these students decided to stay on in the developed countries when they had finished their training. At the same time, many professionals who did return home but no longer felt at ease there also decided to go back to the countries where they had studied.

　　In the 1960s, some Latin American countries tried to solve this problem by setting up special "return" programs to encourage their professionals to come back home. These programs received support from international bodies such as the International Organization for Migration, which in 1974 enabled over 1,600 qualified scientists and technicians to return to Latin America.

　　In the 1980s and 1990s, "temporary return" programs were set up in order to make the best use of trained personnel occupying strategic positions in the developed countries. This gave rise to the United Nations Development Program's Transfer of Knowledge through Expatriate ( 移居国外的 ) Nationals, which encourages technicians and scientists to work in their own countries for short periods. But the brain drain from these countries may well increase in response to the new laws of the international market in knowledge.

　　Recent studies forecast that the most developed countries are going to need more and more highly qualified professionals around twice as many as their educational systems will be able to produce, or so it is thought. As a result there is an urgent need for developing countries which send students abroad to give preference to fields where they need competent people to give muscle to their own institutions, instead of encouraging the training of people who may not come back because there are no professional outlets for them. And the countries of the South must not be content with institutional structures that simply take back professionals sent abroad, they must introduce flexible administrative procedures to encourage them to return. If they do not do this, the brain drain is bound to continue.

Some futurologists have assumed that the vast upsurge of women in the workforce may 
portend a rejection of marriage.  
Many women,according to this hypothesis,would rather work than marry. The converse of 
this concern is that the prospects of becoming a multi-paycheck household could encourage 
marriages. In the past,only the earnings and financial prospects of the man counted in the 
marriage decision. Now, however, the earning ability of a woman can make her more attractive 
as a marriage partner. Data show that economic downturns tend to postpone marriage because 
the parties can not afford to establish a family or are  concerned about rainy days ahead. As the economy rebounds, the number of marriage   also rises.

Coincident with the increase in women working outside the home is the increase in divorce 
rates. Yet, it may be wrong to jump to any simple cause-and-effect conclusion. The impact of a
wife's work on divorce is no less cloudy than its impact on marriage decisions. The realization 
that she's can be a good provider may increase the chances that a working wife will choose 
divorce over an unsatisfactory marriage. But the reverse is equally plausible. Tensions grounded 
in financial problems often play a key role in ending a marriage. Given high unemployment, 
inflationary problems, and slow growth in real earnings, a working wife can increase household 
income and relieve some of these pressing financial burdens. By raising a family's standard of 
living, a working wife may strengthen her family's financial and emotional stability.

Psychological factors also should be  considered. For example, a wife blocked from a career outside the home may feel caged in the house. She may view her only choice as seeking a 
divorce. On the other hand, if she can find fulfillment through work outside the  home, work 
and marriage can go together to create a stronger and stable union.Also, a major part of women's inequality in marriage has been due to the fact that, in most cases, men have remained the main breadwinners. With higher earning capacity and status occupations outside of the home comes 
the capacity to exercise power within the   family. A working wife may rob a husband of being 
the master of the house. Depending upon how the couples reacts to these new conditions, it 
could create a stronger equal partnership or it could create new insecurities.
